· Mid-match, Nakamura does a Running Knee to AJ’s face, and somehow that wasn’t the Kinshasa, so AJ kicks out.
· Nakamura goes for the Kinshasa after that, but AJ ducks.
· Nakamura puts AJ in a triangle submission, but AJ picks him up and hits the Styles Clash, but Nakamura kicked out.
· AJ gets the win with the Phenomenal Forearm.

CHARLOTTE FLAIR VS BAYLEY
· Bayley tells Sasha before the match that she doesn’t want Sasha in her corner, because she wants to beat Charlotte by herself.
· Bayley pinned Charlotte with her feet on the ropes but the ref caught her and Bayley told the ref, “Good job I was testing you.”
· Charlotte throws Bayley over the barricade and then grabs Cole’s headset to call out Sasha.
· Charlotte rolled Bayley up, but Bayley reversed it and held onto the rope to get the win.

· Daniel Bryan vs. Jeff Hardy & AJ Styles vs. Elias












RAW STARTS WITH THE KEVIN OWENS SHOW
· And what do ya know? We got NXT talent acting as fans in the crowd!
· It’s mostly talent that hasn’t been on TV yet, but we got Aliyah, Kayden Carter, Shotzi Blackheart, Shayna’s friends, and The Rock’s daughter Simone.  They had a close-up of her at the start of the show.
· The NXT talent is behind the barricade, with a screen so that they can’t get near the Raw talent.  How does that make any sense?  So they can all touch each other but not the Raw talent?
· The biggest problem with the NXT talent as the crowd is they are all coached and nothing that they do is organic.
· KO’s guest is Asuka, who comes out chanting BECKY!  BECKY!  BECKY!
· Asuka then yells about Nia Jax, but she’s interrupted by Charlotte Flair who tells Asuka, “You’ve never beaten me.”

· We go to the split screen for commercial, and we watch a Dairy Queen commercial with AJ Styles surprising WWE fans.
· Back from commercial, 2 refs and a trainer are checking on Vega, who is still recovering from falling off the apron.
· Kayla interviews Angel Garza backstage during the match, and he compares a wrestling match to making love to a beautiful woman.
· Crews drops Andrade like Ultimate Warrior, then hits a Standing Moonsault, and a Standing Shooting Star Press for the win.
· It took Apollo 4 years on the main roster to win a title.
· Caruso interviews Apollo and he’s very happy.
· Then, they keep cutting back and forth to Andrade throwing a fit backstage, to Apollo celebrating in the ring.

· Then Murphy & Austin Theory walk up.  Theory is wearing a jacket that looks like someone came all over it.
· They both thank Seth for whatever and Seth says, “Murphy & Theory will make an example out of Aleister Black & Humberto Carrillo.

CHARLY CARUSO INTERVIEWS CHARLOTTE FLAIR BACKSTAGE
· Charlotte says, “I’ve been the most consistent woman in WWE and no one else compares.”
· Asuka walks up and tells Charlotte, “Red is not your color,” and dances away.

THE IICONICS IN-RING PROMO
· Peyton apologizes to Billie for costing them the tag titles, and then Billie apologizes to Peyton for slapping her in the face.
· They reminisce about winning the tag titles at WrestleMania, and demand a rematch, but they are interrupted by Alexa & Nikki.
· Nikki starts to talk, but Billie tells her, “Just stand there and look grateful.”
· Nikki then gets fired up and cuts her first good promo on the main roster. (AUDIO)
· Then, Billie & Peyton attack and lay out the tag champs, and then hold up the belts.

BACKSTAGE
· Lana walks up to MVP and says, “We need to talk.”
· MVP says, “No we don’t,” and walks away.”
· Where could this possibly go?
· Also, remember when Lana used to be super hot?  She’s got clown makeup on now.














THE VIP LOUNGE
· MVP introduces his guest as the soon to be former WWE Champion Drew McIntyre.
· McIntyre gets in the ring and immediately flips the couches and asks MVP, “Where is Bobby Lashley?”
· MVP tells him, “There won’t be an ambush, like I said, no contract, no contact.  We’re saving the Full Nelson for Backlash.”
